On Saturday,March 21,2014 the 2013 Graduation and Degree Conferment Ceremony was held at NHK Hall in Shibuya, Tokyo.
A large number attended the ceremony on the day, which included Faculty of Liberal Arts graduates and graduate
students who completed their School of Graduate Studies programs. Following the presentation of graduation certificates
and diplomas, President Yoichi OKABE delivered an address, and following messages of congratulation from Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology Ministry Parliamentary Secretary Michiko UENO, Internal Affairs and Communications
Ministry Parliamentary Secretary Fumiaki MATSUMOTO and OUJ Alumni Association Federation Director Seigo SAITO,
addresses were then delivered by Faculty of Liberal Arts valedictorian Tomoko FUJIWARA (Hyogo Study Center) and
School of Graduate Studies valedictorian Masayoshi UCHIYAMA (Hamamatsu Satellite Space). Subsequently, 42 graduates
from all majors and courses were honored by the President as “Prestigious Open University of Japan Graduates.”

For the 2013 academic year, 4,418 Faculty of Liberal Arts students graduated and 320 graduate students completed
their School of Graduate Studies programs.

April 2013 marked the 30th anniversary of the Open University of

Japan (OUJ). In July 1981 the University of the Air Foundation was
established, with the University of the Air founded two years later
in 1983, and the first round of students accepted a further two
years later in April 1985. To celebrate this memorable 30th
anniversary, a wide range of events were held in 2013. Among
them was an anniversary ceremony held in October, a compilation
of the university’s 30-year history, and memorial lectures held at
each study center. Please consult this Annual Review which
introduces these events in detail. Furthermore, in 1998 it become
possible to receive broadcast lectures via television and radio from
anywhere in Japan with the introduction of CS digital broadcasting
(BS digital broadcasting from 2011), and to coincide with this
"Video Study Centers " all over the country was reorganized in
the " Study Centers " In other words, 2013 also marks the 15th
anniversary of the full nationwide deployment of the Open
University of Japan.

In October 2013 around the time of the University’s 30th
anniversary ceremony, the establishment of the latter period of
the School of Graduate Studies’ doctoral program, which had
been under preparation for many years, was approved, with the
course to open in April 2014. On top of the Faculty of Liberal
Arts and master’s courses established thus far, the opening of a
so-called doctorate program not only represents the
establishment of a consistent framework as a university, but is
also significant in that it satisfies many people’s desire to hold a
doctoral degree while maintaining their employment. Further,
OUJ’s doctorate program is based not only on research but on a
new concept placed exactly above the Faculty of Liberal Arts
which seeks to develop human resources possessing interests
across a broad spectrum of domains, and also aims to develop
human resources with leadership qualities in the region and
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society to which the students belong and human resources with
social leadership qualities. By resonating with the community
outreach activities conducted at study centers in place around
Japan, this development is also expected to further advance
OUJ’s regional contribution activities.

Starting with the United States, from around 2012 the concept
of Massive Open Online Course (MOOC) was formed, and this
has been accompanied by a rising interest in e-Learning
worldwide. Japan is no exception. In October 2013, Japan Open
Online Education Promotion Council (JMOOC) was established.
Katsuhiko SHIRAI, Chancellor of the Open University of Japan
Foundation, assumed the position of Chairperson of the JMOOC,
while I serve as a board member, and in April 2014, two series
of content will also be released from OUJ.

In light of these worldwide trends, there was a vision for
enriching lessons to be more interactive in much the same way
lessons are offered via the Internet and questions are fielded
from students. On the other hand, while traditionally a wide
variety of requests for courses have been directed from society
towards the OUJ, due to limitations of the programming slots
that can be secured for broadcast, the difficulties in establishing
new broadcast lectures has proved problematic.

As a solution, in addition to enhancing the Open Courseware we
have already released, we have decided to establish online
lectures on a trial basis. We will make preparations in 2014,
begin offering a small number of lectures online from 2015, and
gradually increase the number thereafter.

As illustrated above, I feel that 2013 and the 30th anniversary
of OUJ marked a year in which the university truly pivoted
towards a new direction. Please look forward to further
developments from OUJ in the future.

OUJ was
established 30 years ago in April 1983, with acceptance of students commencing in 1985. In the years since,
the cumulative number of students who have studied at OUJ has surpassed 1.3 million, with more than
70,000 graduates among them.

Together with classroom sessions, broadcast lectures
form the core of education offered by the OUJ. During
the second semester of the 2013 academic year (from
October 2013 to March 2014), 262 Faculty of Liberal
Arts subjects and 70 School of Graduate Studies subjects
were offered, totaling 332 subjects. As a general rule,
subjects are broadcast for four years (two semesters
each year, for a total of eight semesters). Therefore,
around one quarter of all subjects offered are replaced
each year.

New subjects offered in 2013 academic year included
48 Faculty of Liberal Arts subjects (30 TV, 18 Radio)
and 14 School of Graduate Studies subjects (4 TV, 10
Radio) totaling 62 subjects.

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I Face-to-Face Instruction

Along with broadcast lessons, classroom sessions are pivotal to academics at
the Open University of Japan, and are conducted at 50 Study Centers and
seven Satellite Spaces nationwide. In the 2013 academic year, 3,110 subjects
(1,537 in the 1st Semester and 1,573 in the 2nd Semester) were offered.

In addition, classroom session subjects are face-to-face subjects taught by
full-time OUJ teaching staff and the teaching staff of local universities. These
classes provide an opportunity for exchanges between students and lecturers,
encounters with other students and sharing the joy of learning.

Subjects cover a diverse range of content in keeping with the characteristics of
the Faculty of Liberal Arts, and the same goes for class formats, which may
include activities such as experiments or field work in addition to regular lectures.

Moreover, classes are not only held exclusively by certain study centers.
Study centers grouped into blocks based on themes that utilize the distinct
characteristics of each region collaborate with one another and offer classes
in a rotating fashion.

Until now, when enrolling students wished to take classroom sessions in the
semester of their enroliment, the only way they could do so was to register
for additional subjects with vacant spots during part way through the semester.
However, OUJ has revised the system so that from the 1st Semester of the
2014 academic year, if an enrolling student meets certain criteria during the
application process they will be able to sign up for classroom sessions from
the start of the Semester in which they enroll.

In this way, we review our systems to ensure that we provide motivated students
with as many opportunities to learn as possible and work to continuously
improve student services.

Providing Learning Support to Students in Need of Special Assistance
to Ensure a Pleasant Learning Experience for Everyone

The Open University of Japan has established a range of
study support systems to ensure that every student is free
from impediments to learning opportunities and is not put
at a disadvantage. For example, as a support measure for
hearing-impaired students, we provide subtitled programs
for our television broadcast lecture subjects. In the 2nd
Semester of 2013 academic year, 78 subjects were broadcast
on television along with subtitles, representing roughly 44%
of all television broadcast subjects. Of the 44 special lectures
broadcast, 41 (roughly 93%) were shown with subtitles.

In addition, during credit certification examinations OUJ
has developed special measures under its handicap system,

such as separate exam-taking rooms and extended exami-
nation times. For instance, during credit certification
examinations for the 1st Semester of 2013 academic year,
audio questions were offered for 108 subjects, with a total
of 158 eligible students taking advantage of the service.
Similarly, questions were offered in Braille for 76 subjects,
and a total of 105 eligible students took the examinations
in this way. On an as-needed basis, OUJ also conducts credit
certification exams at special-needs schools or in hospitals,
with seven students (10 in total) taking exams in this manner
in the T1st Semester of 2013 academic year.

I Opening of the“ManapiO”Open University of Japan Repository

To make the fruits of educational research produced at
the university and valuable materials possessed by the
university available to the general public, on October 28,
2013, OUJ opened “ManapiO”, the Open University of
Japan Repository.

During the 2013 academic year, the main text of OUJ
publications including the “Journal of the Open University
of Japan”and the “Journal of Multimedia Education
Research” were recorded, from their back issues to the
latest issues. Further, as well as recording the text and
images of the collection of illustrated crepe paper books
housed at the OUJ Library, a selection of academic
papers was also registered in advance.

“*ManapiO”is not only accessible to OUJ students but
also to anyone over the Internet. Moreover, as the repository
is also included in searches of article databases such as
CiNii, it is expected that OUJ’s educational research findings
will achieve broader recognition. Additionally, the text of
rare books that are difficult to examine in person can now

be easily viewed over the Internet.

OUJ will continue to expand the contents of the repository
moving forward, including plans to record the text of
academic papers published by OUJ teaching staff.

I Upgrading and Expanding the Library Information Service

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I “Expert” Subject Group Credit Certification System Expansion

“Expert”, an original OUJ subject group credit certification
system, was introduced in the 2006 academic year. Through the
system, OUJ confirms that a student who has completed specific
university designed instruction has acquired objectives of and
interest in subject matter in a given field and has undertaken
systematic study to that end. With the 2007 revision of the
School Education Act, “certified evaluation and accreditation
system” regulations for universities also came into effect, and as
a result “Expert” was implemented again from the 2008 academic
year to respond to the “certified evaluation and accreditation
system.”

While the system was initially started with ten plans, new plans
have been created every year since, and in the 2013 academic
year there was 24 plans on offer. From the 2014 academic year,
three new plans will be offered, namely the Caring Media Design
Plan, Fundamental Computer Science Plan and Regional Con-
tribution Leader Human Resource Development Plan, bringing
the total to 27 plans.

The number of individuals that received subject group credit
certification was 223 in 2006 academic year, 1,092 in 2007
academic year, 2,848 in 2008 academic year, 2,552 in 2009
academic year, 2,469 in 2010 academic year, 2,250 in 2011
academic year, 2,652 in 2012 academic year and 2,178 in 2013
academic year, with a similar number of certifications expected
for 2014 academic year. As of March 31, 2014, a total of 16,191
certifications have now been obtained, indicating that the system
has established itself as a study goal among students.

Some credits acquired at OUJ can be utilized to earn the
following types of certification.

Qualification for the national examination for registered
nurses; teacher certification for a higher class, additional
subject, or a sequentially higher or lower school level; school
librarian certification; second level special education teacher
certification (education for the mentally disabled, education
for those with deformities); teacher for the disabled certifica-
tion; nutrition teacher certification; curator certification;
social education superintendent certification; social welfare
director certification; short course for care worker subjects.

Regarding the curator certification, while it was necessary to
earn 19 credits in nine subjects from the 2012 academic year
due to revised enforcement regulations of the Museum Act, OUJ
responded by starting eight subjects (two of which were started
from the 2013 academic year), excluding practical museum training.

Acquiring Qualifications

With regard to practical museum training, in the 2012 academic
year OUJ successfully offered a practical museum training course
in conjunction with Gifu Women’s University, the first attempt of
its kind for OUJ. Under the scheme, Gifu Women’s University
offered courses to OUJ students who met certain criteria, with
20 students from around Japan taking the course in the 2013
academic year.

OUJ has been conducting teacher’s certificate renewal training
since the 2009 academic year in connection with the start of
the teacher’s certificate renewal system. Making the best use
of the characteristics of OUJ, television, radio or Internet lectures
are used to enable teachers to undergo training from anywhere
in Japan. Lectures are offered twice a year (summer semester
or winter semester) and in training during the 2013 academic
year approximately 7,000 participants took around 25,000
subjects.

I Publication of Student Research Findings

The Undergraduate School of OUJ has set up graduate research courses to give students the
opportunity to receive direct guidance from advisory teaching staff. Many students take the
courses each year. Given this, from 2007 academic year, a list of graduate research themes and
graduate research reports that present research findings are published on the Campus Net-
work Website as an information service to students interested in taking graduate research
courses. In 2013 academic year, a list of graduate research report themes and the full text of
33 graduate research reports of the preceding 2012 academic year were published.

For the Graduate School, the Open Forum (The OUJ School of Graduate Studies Education
Research Result Report), primarily compiled from School of Graduate Studies Master’s Course
graduation theses, has been published since March 2005. The Open Forum is aimed at providing
information to current and future enrolling students, disseminating information from the univer-
sity to society, and being used as materials that specifically show the details of educational
research at the Master’s Course as well as the self-inspection and self-evaluation of teaching
staff. The tenth issue, published in March 2014, contains 10 theses with 42 research notes

selected from among all the 313 Master’s Course graduates from the 2012 academic year.

I The Sixth OUJ Student Essay Contest

Since 2008, OUJ has run a student essay contest with the
aims of having students express their own regular thoughts
and feelings through essays as well as to widely disseminate
opinions and assertions from students to society, including
OUJ students, teaching staff and related persons. With the
2013 academic year marking the sixth iteration of the contest,
104 essays on the theme of “future” were submitted, and as
a result of strict examination by the screening committee, ten
winners were selected.

The applicants comprised a wide range of ages from 21 to
85 years and their affiliated study centers spanned 39 centers
across the country. All submissions were excellent in their
own right.

Ereating Subjects through a Painstaking Three-year Process

Each year, OUJ creates dozens of new broadcast lecture
subjects. This is because once a single broadcast lecture subject
has been started, its content is revised in around four to six
years. There are cases in which a different broadcast lecture
subject is created when one is discontinued, as well as cases
where a subject is revised with the addition of new information to
the existing content. For this reason, the lecturers responsible for
broadcast lectures need to consider what kinds of content to
adopt next, and which lecturers they will work with to develop
course materials.

As the below table shows, staff beings to work out the concept
for subjects around three years before it starts, submitting to
the university proposals along the lines of “| would like to make
this kind of subject.” Once the subjects to be created are
decided on, an OUJ Chief Lecturer Meeting is convened to confirm
schedules and meet face-to-face with editors and other staff.

Printed course materials comprise 15 chapters, reflecting the
number of broadcast lectures, and the lecturers in charge share
the responsibility for writing the materials. Once the division of
responsibility for the main pieces of content has been determined

A year before a subject starts, the production of lecture programs
commences. Most of the staff are veterans who have already
produced educational programs and other content. The staff
meet with producers and directors to determine how to structure
the programs. Then, they gather the necessary materials and
produce studio recordings based on a script. In this way, it takes
around three years to create a single lecture subject.

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International Exchange

Initiatives

In 2013, OUJ continued to actively embrace international exchanges through participation in conferences of inter-
national organizations of which OUJ is a member, the hosting of the 5th KNOU, OUC, OUJ International Seminar and
International Symposium, and the conclusion of a new agreement on international exchange.

I Participation in the 27th AAOU Annual Conference

From October 1 to October 3, 2013, the 27th Annual
Conference of the Asian Association of Open Universities
(AAQU) was held at Allama Igbal Open University in Paki-
stan. Around 250 representatives attended from around
the world. From OUJ, President Yoichi OKABE took part
in the AAOU board of directors meeting, while teaching
staff also gave research presentations in the respective
fields.

Participation in the 25th ICDE World Conference
and the 2013 ICDE Standing Conference of Presidents (SCOP)

OUJ is an institutional member of the International Council

for Open and Distance Education (ICDE), and played an
active part in each of the ICDE conferences in 2013.

Held over a three-day period from October 16 to 18,
2013, the 25th ICDE World Conference was hosted by
Tianjin Open University in Tianjin, China under a theme of
“New Strategies for Global Open, Flexible and Distance
Learning,” and drew attendance from roughly 700 people.

From OUJ, three teaching staff, including President
OKABE took part and gave presentations in breakout
sessions and the like.

In 2013, a series of awards given to innovative educational
practices, dubbed the ICDE Prizes for Innovation and Best
Practices, was newly established. As OUJ, along with
other institutions, served as sponsors of the awards,
President OKABE also presented awards as the ceremony,
making OUJ’s presence felt.

In addition, from November 27 to 30, 2013, the 2013
ICDE Standing Conference of Presidents (SCOP), which
aims to share information on distance education with
countries around the world, was held at Aberta University
in Lisbon, Portugal. Three representatives from OUJ took
part, including OUJ Vice President Wataru KOTERAYAMA.

I Hosting the 2014 OUJ International Symposium (0JIS2014)

On February 7, 2014, OUJ invited key figures from
Canada, the Philippines, the UK and Australia and held
the 2014 International Symposium (0JIS2014) at the
Makuhari International Training Center.

After a welcoming address from Director SHIRAI, the
event proceeded under the theme of “The Tide of Online
Education Spreading Around the World,” with Professor
AOKI acting as chairperson.

With online university educations garnering recent attention
with developments such as massive open online course
(MOOQC), there appeared to be a heightened interest in the
symposium, with 181 attending on the day. The opportunity

to gain insight from pioneers who have been engaged in online
education since before its recent spike in notoriety through
scenes of online education in practice at overseas universities,
lectures and panel discussions proved to be of great utility.



I Hosting the 5th KNOU, OUC, OUJ International Seminar

On September 5, 2013, the 5th KNOU, OUC, OUJ International
Seminar was held in the OUJ Administration Building. “Improving
the Quality of Education at Open Universities” served as the
theme of the 5th seminar. From South Korea, four members of
Korea National Open University (KNOU), Dean of Student Affairs
Section Byoung-Jun YOON, Professor Min-Seung JUNG, Associate
Professor Song-Hwan KO, and Assistant Professor Sang-Gyu
KANG delivered lectures.
While only two countries took part in the 5th seminar as
representatives from
China’s Open University
of China (OUC) were
not in attendance, 73
people attended to
make it a lively event.
The seminar comprised
two sessions, with two
themes established
for each session.

At the end of the seminar,

the issues discussed

throughout the two

sessions were summa-

rized by each session’s

chairperson and a general

discussion was held

between the lecturers,

panel members and

event chairperson.

Throughout the event,

extremely lively discussions unfolded, making for a productive
seminar.

Next year’s KNOU, OUC, OUJ International Seminar is scheduled to
be held in China. Moving forward, it is hoped that exchanges
associated with deep and substantive discussions such as this one
will continue to take place between open universities in the East
Asia region.

I International Exchange Agreement

On November 21, 2013, an international exchange agreement was
concluded between Bhutanese Royal University Sherubtse College (SCRUB)
and the OUJ Center for Open Distance Education. The agreement was
brought to the Center for Open Distance Education by SCRUB teaching

staff and students, where an exchange of views and networking event
took place. Thereafter, the group toured the Chiba and Gunma study centers.
This agreement marks the tenth school to have established an international
exchange agreement with OUJ.

In April 2013, the newly-created Center for Open Distance Education created new forms of learning utilizing
ICT at OUJ and has focused on providing educational support. The main activities undertaken by the
center in the 2013 academic year are introduced below.

(1) Provision of e-learning services, effective utilization of teaching materials and opening up of educational resources
(2) Improving the quality of broadcast subjects and classroom sessions, diversifying learning styles and improving

the ICT literacy of OUJ as a whole

(3) Planning, development and operation of educational information systems and tools, in particular by creating
mechanisms for taking instruction through PC and mobile terminals and by promoting universal access

I Content for Open Education and Platform for Online Lectures

As the only open university in Japan, OUJ takes part in a
variety of Open Educational Resources (OER) initiatives
to provide teaching materials at no cost. The Center for
Open Distance Education provides support for making
Open Courseware (OCW) subjects publicly available and
has also help achieve a cross-searching function for the
Japan OCW Consortium (JOCW).

Further, while OUJ will formally begin online-based
lecture subjects from the 2015 academic year, the Center
for Open Distance Education has launched multiple pilot
courses and verified the effects. The OUJ MOOC platform
embraces the keywords “large-scale,” “global,” “electronic
textbooks” and “open classes.” In autumn 2013 OUJ also

began taking part in MOOC, which stands for Massive
Open Online Course, and launched the Japan MOOC
(JMOOC) Consortium. To date, most open educational
resources, typified by open courseware, have only involved
the sharing and distribution of teaching materials. What
makes MOOC distinct is its attempt to open up free learning
instruction and certification as well, and to ensure sus-
tainability by implementing this on a large scale.

More than a thousand learners from dozens of countries
have taken part in “NIHONGO Starter” (jointly offered by
The Japan Foundation and the NPO organization CCC-
TIES), one of the MOOC offered by OUJ.

Accessibility of University Lectures
Adding Subtitles to OUJ Lectures through Voic Recognition Technology

From 2016, Japan will enact a law for the elimination of
discrimination against persons with disabilities, which will
prohibit discrimination on the basis of a person’s disability. For
OUJ, which has twice the number of disabled students
compared with regular universities, making its lectures
accessible is a pressing issue.

Working in conjunction with Professor Tatsuya KAWAHARA
of Kyoto University’'s Academic Center for Computing and
Media Studies since 2012, the Disabled Persons Support
Project has made progress in appending subtitles to and
digitizing OUJ lecture audio using voice recognition. Professor
KAWAHARA and his team are known for their development of
the open source voice recognition software Julius and the
developing voice recognition to produce minutes for House of
Representatives meetings, and are currently deploying these
voice recognition technologies in a cloud server system.

At present, with the cooperation of the project and the
KAWAHARA Laboratory, a massive database specifically for
university lectures is being built using OUJ printed and
audio-visual teaching materials. If a language model that
utilizes vocabulary and sentence structures consistent with

the content of lectures and voice models utilizing the voices of
various lecturers are employed, although there is some
variance in recognition accuracy depending on the speaking
style and voice quality of the lecturer, text with over 90%
accuracy can be achieved, depending on the lecture.

Moving forward, an increasing number of students will start
to view TV and radio teaching materials over the Internet, and
online learning will also increase. With these developments, the
creation of subtitles using voice recognition systems will make
lectures accessible and expand the possibilities for learning.

Classroom Sessions to Support PC Novices
“PCs from the Ground Up”

PCs and the Internet have become indispensable parts of
learning today. Given this, we are faced with the challenge
of how to enable students who have no experience with
computers to utilize them and engage in fruitful learning.
To tackle this issue, since 2010 OUJ has been developing
teaching materials for the “PCs from the Ground Up”
classroom sessions and providing support to lecturers. In
this classroom session, students will learn everything
from switching on the power of a PC, controlling a mouse
and entering text to using the web and email, observing
security and manners, and the basics of document creation
and presentations, through lectures and exercises.

The classroom sessions will also introduce the use of the
campus network, System WAKABA, electronic library and
UPO-NET. To this end, we have created a common textbook
of more than 170 pages in length (designed for use when
reviewing content after classroom sessions), produced
PowerPoint presentations for lecturers and student learning
materials, and operated an information sharing site for
lecturers.

The classroom sessions are held at all OUJ Study Centers
and have already been taken by about 4,000 students, with
ages ranging from teens to those in their 90s. Through
the filling out of checklists before and after the classroom

sessions, we have verified improved

ICT skills due to the sessions and
confirmed a statistically significant
improvement in sense of self-efficacy, likely the product
of the detailed instruction provided by lecturers and
teaching assistants.

In 2013, a follow-up survey of course takers was conducted
and confirmed that the most of the ICT skills acquired
had been retained. OUJ hopes to continue these initiatives
to ensure that all students are able to make use of OUJ’s
information services.
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I Interactive Learning System Substantiation Project

With the advance and widespread adoption of the
Internet, online lectures have already become common-
place in the Western world. While online lectures come
in many forms, in Japan most such offerings have
involved the distribution of teaching materials where
video and slide-based materials are simply posted to
the Internet.

On the other hand, Western online lectures are not limited
to providing information through traditional lectures;
interactive lessons and learning methods oriented
towards building knowledge have become mainstream,
and in terms of developing the skills and abilities
required in modern society, there has been acknowl-
edgment of need for lessons formats in which students
can actively participate.

The aim of this project is to organize the considerations
necessary for substantiating interactive online lectures
and specifically design and develop online lectures so
as to clarify the frameworks and systems OUJ will need
to organize in the future as it develops systems for
online lectures.

Moreover, to ensure that teaching staff who do not have

experience with online lectures first become students
themselves and gain experience with the format, we cre-
ated the module “My First Online Lecture” in Moodle,
which maintains the leading worldwide share as an
open source learning management system.

I This is a website that provides knowledge and wisdom regarding the creation

of broadcast subjects.

The website “How to Make Broadcast Subjects” introduces the
basic steps and innovations employed by experienced creators in
line with the OUJ subject creation flow. The site contents are
organized based on each step in the creation flow, including,
namely “Planning,” “Syllabus Creation,” “Authoring and Proofreading
of Printed Teaching Materials,” “Collection of Materials and on-
Location Work,” “Pattern Creation,” “Determining Configuration
and Producing the Script,” “Rehearsals” and “Recording” (Broadcast).
While the website is primarily aimed at outside lecturers and those
engaged in the creation of broadcast subjects for the first time, in
addition to basic content (“basics for everyone”), the site is full of
useful information such as unique ideas and innovations teaching
staff have come up with on their own (“my special secret”).

For instance, the website includes the following content.

- Receiving and utilizing materials which have already been created
as video materials free of charge

- Different patterns for showing things using graphical representa-
tions

- Recording lectures in a way that utilizes your particular expertise
and characteristics

- Using the web to add extra value to printed and broadcast
teaching materials

In addition, a Q&A on the use of copyrighted works required
throughout the overall process is provided across 22 items.

OUJ plans to further enhance the content of “How to Make Broadcast
Subjects” in the future.

I Regional Contribution Project

To date, OUJ has promoted regional contribution in various forms
working from the Study Centers deployed in each region as a base.
Many OUJ students study at the various Study Centers spread through-
out Japan. Among them are a great many students who are already
active as leaders in their respective communities, and in the 2013
academic year, Study Centers took a leading role in supporting the
activities of these students, while also launching 21 regional contri-
bution projects aimed at fostering the development of new leaders to
carry on such efforts. This projects are characterized by the implemen-
tation of regional contribution projects that utilize the three points
described below, which represent the strengths of OUJ.

1. Centers of knowledge spread throughout Japan (50 Study Centers
and seven Satellite Spaces)

2. Human resources whose skills can be put to use immediately
(approximately 90,000 adult students and more than 880 Study Center
teaching staff who support them)

3. Powerful educational information system (broadcast lectures,
classroom sessions and public lectures run nationwide)

Through these projects, OUJ is expected to contribute to the develop-
ment of local communities while producing the human resources who
will lead Japan through the 21st century.

Establishment of the Latter Period of the School of

Graduate Studies Doctoral Program

OUJ established the School of Graduate Studies Master’s Program
in the 2001 academic year and has since instructed adult students
tackling programs in many workplaces and local communities and
achieve a measure of results. However, to tackle new problems
associated with the increasing sophistication and diversification of
Japanese society, each year saw increasing calls from those
aspiring to education and research at a higher level than master’s
course education. In response to those requests, OUJ applied for
the establishment of a latter period doctoral program to foster

That Anyone Can Take for Free

The Japan Open Online Education Promotion Council
(JMOOQC), which promotes the provision and increased
recognition of a platform for “Massive Open Online Educa-
tion” that involves offering a large number of university-level
courses free of charge was established in October 2013.
Katsuhiko SHIRAI, Chancellor of the Open University of
Japan Foundation, assumed the position of Chairperson of
JMOOC, while OUJ President OKABE serves as a board
member, with OUJ affiliated with JMOOC as a full member.
The field of open education has its roots in Open Course-
ware (OCW) unveiled by the US-based Massachusetts
Institute of Technology (MIT) in 2001. OCW began in Japan
in 2005, and in the time since the Japan Open Courseware
Consortium has swelled to a membership of 41 organiza-

tions including 21 universities, with more than 3,000 subjects
available to the public. From 2012, Massive Open Online
Courses (MOOC) underwent rapid development, with some
100,000 registrants studying from around the world,
primarily in the United States. MOOC continues to expand
on a global scale and its manner of utilization has steadily
worked its way into social currents, with universities making
moves to recognize courses as genuine credits and certified
qualifications utilized as recruitment criteria for companies.
Courses started from April 2014 with OUJ also offering
two courses, namely “How Computers Work” and “NIHONGO
STARTER.”

after 16 Years

The Fukuoka Study Center was first established on the grounds of the
Kyushu University Hakozaki Campus in 1990. Later on in 1998, it was
relocated to what is now the Hakata-Ori Building due to crowding. In
recent years, the new location also became crowded, and the Study
Center was further relocated to the Kyushu University Chikushi Campus
in April 2014,

The new Study Center features 20% more floor area than the previous
location. The number of classrooms has been increased by one to now
total four, with total seating for 282 students.

This has resolved the issue of restrictions on maximum sizes for class-
room sessions. There are also two rooms for students, making it easy for
students to gather during credit certification exams and classroom
sessions, and the room are also expected to be more actively utilized for
club activities. The environment and scenery has undergone a significant
change. While the Hakata-Ori Building is located along a downtown street
near Hakata Station, the new Study Center is located amongst abundant
greenery on the Kyushu University Chikushi Campus.
