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This class will be an introduction to communicative Engulish
with a focus on listening and speaking skills devel lopment.
This will include activities which students will do on their
own, in pairs,or small groups. In addtion to the textbook,the
teacher will provide additional resouces to practice numbers in
English, locations,directions,greetings,tag questions,and many
more.
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This course emphasizes in teaching English as a
second language with beginning to low-intermediate proficiency
in English. Through listening comprehension and oral
performance,students will practice their communication skills.
Students will learn to engage in short conversations, report
personal information, express opinions and respond
appropriately on familiar topics. Basic elements of
pronunciation, rhythm and intonation will be included in the
course.
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This intensive course is for students who successfully
completed "English Communication Intermediate, Level 2" in
2008 and for students who have had some previous experience in
English conversation.The course aims to build on a variety of
language opportunities for students to use English to
communicate at an intermediate level. Classroom group tasks
will focus on listening, conversation and discussion tasks to
build vocabulary and confidence. In particular, students will
practice listening and speaking skills in English, to help
prepare for oral presentations. Students will be expected to
complete a short homework assignment.
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
